Budget. The Preliminary Property Tax Levy is 9.@8#8508, 923. The City Council adopted the Prelamy Tax Levy
and 2010 City Budget at the September 14, 2009@ityncil meeting. The City Council will be adoggithe Final Prop-
erty Tax Levy in December. At that time, the Calioan reduce the property tax levy, but cannatedhe property tax
levy. Shown below, you will find levy history atkde percent increase from the prior year.

Remote Water Meters

Remote water meters will enable the meters to &e véa a remote and homeowners will no longer havead the water meter.
Most of the meters that have been replaced wete 38 years old. These older meters will decreaseturacy over time. You
may notice an increase in water billed. You may$ieg the same amount of water, but it was notdegistered accurately by
your old meter.

The new system gives us the ability to check amplems with your water usage, such as potentiisl@ayour home and the me-
ter being tampered with. This is an excellent foolus now and in the future. Again, thank youyour cooperation.
